While the WWII Holocaust raged on, many countries closed their doors to those trying to escape Nazi persecu-
tion. In 1944, President Roosevelt issued an order to allow 1000 refugees to come to the US as his “guests.” Ft. 
Ontario Emergency Refugee Shelter in Oswego, NY, was the only shelter established in the US for those fl eeing 
war-torn Europe. Learn about this little-known chapter in US history: view the documentary, Safe Haven: A Story 
of Hope; hear the refugees’ stories of life during the 18 months the shelter was open; how did Oswego react to 
them; and what happened to them when the shelter closed. Optional text: Haven: The Unknown Story of 1000 
WWII Refugees, Ruth Gruber (1983) and Refuge: The Story of the Jewish Refugee Shelter at Oswego, 1944-46, 
Sharon Lowenstein(1986).

In his early years, England was influential in a movement that eventually led to Catholic Eman-
cipation in Ireland, a cause that is principally associated with the Irish patriot, Daniel O’Connell. In 1820 Eng-
land was named the first bishop of a new Roman Catholic diocese that had been established in Charleston, 
SC, and that included all of the states of North Carolina, South Carolina, and Georgia. This course will focus on 
England’s work in Charleston, and in so doing, will highlight the state of relationships between various religions in 
early 19th century America.

This course explores Lee’s rationale for invading the North, 
the days leading up to the battle, details of the epic struggle itself, and the aftermath in terms of human, politi-
cal, and military impact.
